There will be a maximum of 7 races for the J22 regatta, no maximum or minimum number each day,
but no starting sequence after 1400 on Sunday. There will be a minimum of 3 races sailed to constitute
a regatta.

6. SCORING:

The low point scoring system of Appendix A of the RRS will apply (as modified by the Sailing Instructions). A
yacht’s total score will be the sum of her scores for all races counted. If five or more races are completed, the
worst race score for each yacht will be discarded.

7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS:
The sailing instructions will be available at Check In and will be posted online on the Regatta
Network.

8. COACHES AND COACH BOATS:
No coach or private support boats will be allowed.

9. PRIZES AND AWARDS:
Prizes will be awarded to the top three finishers. Additional prizes will depend upon the number of
competitors in the fleet, and will be announced at registration.



10. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY:

Athletes are entirely responsible for their own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing reduces
this responsibility. It is for athletes to decide whether their boat is fit to sail in the conditions in which
it will find itself.
